® Points laid out by Pater in following
essay:

1] Different arts including Painting, Music, poetry are expressed
via different sensory medium’s hence not equivalent.
2] Role of art critic: To explain such distinction.

3] “All art aspires towards the condition of Music”.

4] Lyrical poetry is closest art form to music where their is the
least distinction between form and matter[ content]
