Child sexual abuse is a major concern that is increasing day by day in India and to fight child sexual abuse, it is important that we all take responsibility in our own various ways to combat the menace. The country is experiencing frequent incidences of violations against children. In some incidents children are perpetrators and sometimes they are victimized by the people of their own surroundings. Protection of Children from sexual offences (POCSO) Act, 2012 in order to effectively address the heinous crimes of sexual abuse and sexual exploitation of children through less ambiguous and more stringent legal provisions.
The Legal Aid Clinic of Department of Law, Dr. Ambedkar College, Deekshabhoomi, Nagpur in collaboration with District Legal Services Authority organized the “AWARENESS TALK ON THE POCSO ACT”.
The main objective of the Legal Aid Clinic is to create awareness on ‘POCSO Act 2012’ to law students and teaching students to understand the special provisions of legislations and helping them to stand up for the safety of children. It was held on 11th July, 2022 at the College Seminar Hall.
The event began with ceremonial lighting of the candle and garlanding the portraits of Tathagat Guatam Buddha and Param poojya Dr. Babasaheb Ambedkar and the felicitation of the guests with sapling.
The welcome speech was given by Principal of College Dr. B. A. Mehere Thereafter Dr. Pratima Lokhande, coordinator of Legal Aid Clinic has given overview of activities of Legal Aid clinic.
Shree Jaydeep Pandey, secretary DLSA delivered a lecture among the students and sensitized the students on the very important topic of sexual abuse of children by citing live examples. He started with mentioning the offences given under IPC and then focussed on the detailed provisions of POCSO ACT. He mentioned about the lacunae in IPC like the problem of pornography is not mentioned in it and so the need to have new legislation which is Gender neutral in the form of POCSO. He discussed various kinds of offences mentioned in the Act regarding sexual abuse starting from sexual harassment, sexual assault and penetrative sexual assault and its aggravated form. He also discussed the penal provisions of such offences and made the students aware of the same.

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The significance of practical experience can never be overstated- be it in your profession or your life. Report:
Dr. Ambedkar College, Department of Law, Deekshabhoomi, Nagpur, through the Centre for Constitutional Law and Public Policy Debate organized a Guest Lecture on the topic “Social Sensitization” on 14th September, 2022.  The Speaker of the program was Dr. D.R. Peshwe, Professor, Metallurgical and Materials Engineering and Dean (Faculty Welfare), Visvesvaraya National Institute of Technology (VNIT), Nagpur. The aim of the Guest lecture was to imbibe a basic sense of social responsibility in the students and also to sensitize them about the social causes and issues enabling them to take part in philanthropic activities. The program commenced with a Welcome address by Dr. H.V. Menon, Professor & Head, Department of Law, Dr. Ambedkar College, Deekshabhoomi, Nagpur. The Introductory remarks were given by Dr. Varsha Deshpande, Professor and Co-ordinator, Centre for Constitutional Law and Public Policy Debate in which she highlighted various activities carried on by the Centre along with the importance of “Social Internship” along with “ Legal Internship” in the lives of law students.

Department of Law of Dr. Ambedkar College, Deekshabhoomi, Nagpur conducted a Guest lecture on the topic “E Commerce and Product liability- Consumer protection” for the students of V Semester BA. LLB 5 Years and LLB 3 Years course. Total 60 students attended the guest lecture through Google meet link at 04:00 PM. 
Mrs. Jyoti Samir Minocha, Assistant Professor in Chembur, Karnataka College of Law, Mumbai was invited as a guest speaker to deliver lecture on the topic “E Commerce and Product liability- Consumer protection”. Mrs. Minocha started the session with the historical background of Consumer movement in India. She further highlighted how the definition of consumer is applicable to the concept of E-commerce in contemporary times.  She gave a comparative analysis of the provisions of Consumer Protection Act of 1986 and 2019. She discussed all the new provisions inserted in the new Act of 2019 laying emphasis on Mediation technique as one of the effective modes of Consumer dispute resolution. Use of E- commerce by the consumers by shopping from different online websites led to the issues involved with respect to the rights of the buyers on one hand and the responsibilities of the consumers as well as the sellers on other hand. She also focused on how the online sellers and to what extent the Online service providers could be held responsible. This is an emerging problem which requires different approaches and some efficient regulating authorities. The new Act of 2019 dealt with this issue which was critically analysed and explained by the guest speaker.
Mrs. Jyoti Minocha further highlighted the procedures for making online complaints and in this she also discussed the jurisdictions of different forums starting from District Consumer Redressal forum now known as District Commission as per the New Act of 2019. The pecuniary and territorial jurisdictions of State Commission and National Commission has seen amendments in the New Act which was explained in detail. 
This was followed by the question answer session. All the questions related to practical applicability of the Act  and the problems involved in online shopping were answered in detail by the Guest Speaker, Mrs. Jyoti Minocha to the satisfaction of the students. The program was conducted and co-ordinated by Mrs. Vaishali A. Sukhdeve under the able guidance of Head of the Department, Prof. Dr. Mrs. H.V. Menon.

Moot Courts are the highlights of any law student’s life. After all, it is there that the student has the first taste of lawyering. It wouldn’t be wrong to say that mooting is the closest a law student can get to being an actual lawyer. Thus, it is extremely important that they receive proper and adequate guidance in the same. With this thought in mind, The Students’ Moot Court Association of the Department of Law, Dr. Ambedkar College, Nagpur organized a Workshop on Moot Court on the 26th of December 2022 for the students of LLB I Sem (3- and 5-Year’s course). Under the guidance of Adv Rahul Dhande and Adv Wilson Mathew both practising advocates from the Nagpur Bench of the Bombay High Court, the students were taught the basics of mooting- which start right from reading a proposition to drafting a memorial. 
In order to make the whole learning process more effective, the students were circulated the moot proposition beforehand and were expected to be acquainted with it. 
Adv. Rahul Dhande Sir went into great detail on the purpose of competing in moot court competitions as well as its significance. He clarified the proper format for writing a memorial and highlighted the value of conducting research before drafting it. While Adv. Wilson Mathew Sir enlightened the students upon the dos and don'ts which are to be taken care of while arguing a case in a Mock Court. He also shared his personal experience with Mooting in National and International Competitions and encouraged students to use their free time wisely beginning in the first semester. 
The resource persons were kind enough to explain all the nitty-gritty of it. They also explained to the students how to look past the irrelevant facts, onto the relevant ones, to see the issues at hand. The resource persons also explained the method of researching for a moot. How one may browse through countless case laws and arrive at the most fitting one, is often a matter of stress for beginners. They were patient in explaining that as well, while also emphasising the significance of good research work.  After this, the resource persons shifted the focus to the drafting of memorials. Certain cardinal rules of drafting were elucidated which gave the participants a very clear idea about how they may proceed with the drafting. The speakers also demonstrated how good drafting makes a difference in presenting the case before the court. Some apt examples were cited by the speakers to illustrate this point. The speakers left no stone unturned in enlightening the students and this could be best observed when they taught basic court mannerisms to the eager audience. 
The students had a slew of questions for each speaker, which they answered to their satisfaction. After an interactive session, Ms. Anmol Sahu proposed a vote of thanks to Adv. Rahul Sir and Ms. Aditi Singh proposed a vote of thanks to Adv. Wilson Sir, and the workshop was concluded by presenting both of them a momento on behalf of the entire Students’ Moot Court Association. The participants as well as the organizers were indebted for the patient and kind demeanour and teaching style of the speakers. The audience left with a feeling of confidence and eagerness to learn more while the speakers parted with having taught probably the most enthusiastic participants ever!

I regard the doctrine
as quite impractical in application for three principal reasons. t, it gives in: nt weight to the
realities of the doctor hip. A very wide variety of factors must enter into a doctor"
clinical judgment not only as to what treatment is appropriate for a particular patient, but also as to how
bestto communicate to the patient the significant factors necessary to enable the patient to make an
informed decision whether to undergo the treatment. The doctor cannot set outto educate the patient to
his own standard of medical knowledge of all the relevant factors involved. He may take the view.
certainly with some patients that the very fact of his volunteering. without being asked. information of
some remote risk involved in the treatment proposed. even though he described it as remote. may lead to
that risk assuming an undue significance in the patient's calculations. Second. it would seem to me quite
unrealistic in any medical negligence action to confine the expert medical evidence to an explanation of
the primary medical factors involved and to deny the court the benefit of evidence of medical opinion and
practice on the particular issue of disclosure which is under consideration. Third. the objective test which
Canterbury propounds seems to me to be so imprecise as to be almost meaningless. If it is to be left to
individual judges to decide for themselves what: “a reasonable person in the patient's position' would
consider arisk of sufficient significance that he should be told about it. the outcome of litigation in this
