The Department of English conducted a 30-hour comprehensive Spoken English Course which
aimed at enhancing the communication skills of students. The course with a specific focus was
curated and facilitated by Mr. Dilip Rathod and Mrs. Swati Deokar (Assistant Professor) to meet the
communication related demands of the modern professional sectors. As it provided a productive
platform for the college students to enhance their speaking skills, the department received the

registration of 228 students from all the disciplines.

The course covered essential aspects of Spoken English including basics of grammar, vocabulary
