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On behalf of the Graduate and Postgraduate Marathi Department, an innovative initiative
called ‘Lekhak Vachak Samvad’ was organized on 09/1/2025 to introduce the writer to the
students of the Arts and Commerce Department and to inspire them to write. On this occasion,
senior Ambedkar literary figure, writer and thinker Prof. Deepak Kumar Khobragade interacted
with the students. Through this initiative, the students got to know the writer's emotional
world, his literature and various forms of literature closely. The students had a lively discussion
on the contribution of the writer in the process of creating literature. They asked questions to
the writer and had a lively discussion. On this occasion, the students understood what exactly
